· In Year 2 your child will have weekly spellings and a homework task after October Half Term.  
· Year 2 Homework will be given on a Friday and should be handed in on a Monday.
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How can I help my Child at Home?
· Share and discuss a variety of books with your child, they may be an independent reader but it is still important to discuss what they have read with them. Check their understanding of the texts they read, relate to their own experiences and discuss the meanings of any unfamiliar vocabulary. 
· We are following Floppy’s Phonics / ORT Reading Scheme.  Please note the phonic sounds that are covered in the books.
· There are lots of resources, apps and games now available online. Look for anything that’s aimed at Year 1 / 2 and things that your child enjoys.
